You can apply when the account holder has received three infringement notices within the prescribed 

timeframes as per the Copyright Act 1994, and the last notice was an enforcement notice. The Tribunal must 

receive your valid application within 35 days of the date on the enforcement notice.

For example, universities and libraries would not be an IPAP because 
although student fees do include provision for internet services, there is no 
direct charging for the service.
